Student advocates to the Regents are UC students who attend Board of Regents meetings. They get to informally meet and build relationships with Regents, and speak on student priorities. They are provided direct access to the Regents by being able to go past the line that separates the approved guests from the public audience. StARs get to meet Regents during informal parts of the agenda, which includes breaks and meals. There are six student advocates on each meeting day. StARs are expected to stay for the whole meeting on the days they are committed to attending, which can go from 8am to 5pm. 
UCSA prepares StARs by providing background information about agenda items of interest to students and talking points on students’ priorities and strategy. Student advocates debrief their experience and notes with UCSA at the end of the day. 

The Office of the President assists in making sure student advocates have a good experience and reimburse for travel. They also help introduce student advocates to Regents or top administrators. 

Regents are usually willing to meet with students, but some are known to avoid such interaction. Students interested in being an advocate should not be easily discouraged.
