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A Resolution to Create the California Public Higher Education Caucus

WHEREAS, 42 percent of University of California undergraduates received Pell Grants during The 2010­11 academic year1; and

WHEREAS, the University received $3.1 billion in federal research grants in 2012. This2 equates to 75 percent of the University’s federal funding3; and

WHEREAS, the sequester caused a $370 million drop in federal research funding for the University; and

WHEREAS, the average debt of graduating seniors has increased 12.7 percent – from $17,526 to $19,751 – over the past 12 years4; and

WHEREAS, there is a need for students to have a voice in federal decisions being made about the University; and

WHEREAS, the formation of a bicameral, bipartisan congressional UC caucus is already underway; and

WHEREAS, the University of California Student Association (UCSA) has passed a resolution in support of this caucus; and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that UCSA supports the creation of the UC Caucus and commends the student leadership needed to create it; and

FURTHERMORE BE IT RESOLVED, that UCSA shall take a more proactive look on national legislation and advise the UC Caucus of UC student’s positions; and

THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that UCSA will take stances on national legislation based on a board vote to be conducted after a recommendation from the legislative committee and the board and leadership will take action on these bills and advise the caucus as such.
